Apart from the herds of elephants, Chobe
also has lots more to offer. The Park has lion, leopard, buffalo and a whole host of antelope
like sable, puku, kudu, eland, roan and many others which you can get to see. The river is
filled with big pods of hippos and some of the biggest crocodiles in Africa.
