Discover the islands’ famous wildlife including
Giant Tortoises, Galapagos Sea Lions, Galapagos Penguins, Marine Iguanas, Blue-
Footed Boobies, Magnificent Frigatebirds, and more. Not only will we experience the
island’s legendary biodiversity, but we will also have the chance to learn about the
unique history of these incredible islands.

Accommodations:

Suymar Ecolodge:a family run ecolodge located in the highlands of Santa Cruz Island in
the peaceful community of Bellavista. This community is one of the oldest of the original
settlements on the Island of Santa Cruz. Located approximately only 6 km from the
tourist center of Puerto Ayora.



Adventure to the Galapagos Islands - 7 Day 6 Night Trip
6 December - Baltra Arrival - Tortoise Reserve & Lava Tunnels

Arrival to Baltra Aiport — Galapagos (GPS).You will meet our staff at airport exit area
(outside baggage claim). Here you will begin the transfer to our local ecolodge located on
Santa Cruz Island. Arrive at the lodge for lunch and time for a short rest or toexplore the
local area.

After lunch we take a visit to the Twin Craters, these are geological formations, craters

of volcanic origin. Take a short walk through the native Scalecia Forest to see the
Craters. Several species of birds can potentially be found here, including the Witch Bird
(Darwin’s Flycatcher) Woodpecker Finch, Galapagos Mockingbird, etc.

Tortoise Reserve & Lava Tunnels — after visiting the craters we head over to a Tortoise

Reserve of 150 acres, adjacent to the territories of the Galapagos National Park. Giant
tortoises migrate from the park to this property in certain seasons. Here, can observe
Giant Tortoises in their natural environment. On the property there is also a Lava Tunnel
nearly 300 meters long which we can explore.

7 December November - Pinzon Island

Morning transfer to the port for an appx. 2-hour navigation to Pinzon Island. One of the
more isolated and less frequently visited islands in all of Galapagos. Snorkeling will
take place in the calm bay on the eastern end of the island. This is an ideal place to
snorkel, swim with sea lions, sea turtles, tropical fish, white tipped reef sharks. Lunch
on board. After lunch, visit La Fe Beach, an isolated and picturesque beach cradled by
mangroves and rocky terrain, here we can continue to snorkel and view an array of
captivating marine life from sea turtles to small sharks and colorful fish. Return to the
ecolodge in the evening for dinner.

8 December - Santa Fe Island - Hidden Beach

Morning transfer to Puerto Ayora for an appx.1.5-hour navigation to Santa Fe Island. As
we havigate near the island’s huge precipices, we can observe a forestof giant endemic
cactus and colonies of seabirds, including Galapagos Brown Pelicans,Blue-footed
Boobies, Nazca Boobies, Swallow-tailed Gulls & Lava Gulls. On the north end of the
island, we will arrive to a calm turquoise bay, inhabited by a large number of sea lions.
This is an ideal place to snorkel, swim with sea lions, tropical fish, and occasionally
observe and swim with sea turtles.



Lunch on board. After lunch we will visit the Hidden Beach where we can enjoy the
marine iguana population on the beach and explore this unique coastal ecosystem.

9 December- Charles Darwin Research Station & Las Grietas

Breakfast and visit to the Charles Darwin Research Station. Founded in 1964 as a base for
research on the islands. The Charles Darwin Station has a remit to study the environment
and ecosystems of the Galapagos Islands and to understand the biodiversity there. This
includes reviewing conservation on the islands, and where necessary taking care of
endangered or injured creatures, preparing them for release into the wild. Found on the
property are some nature trails which we can explore.

In the afternoon we visit a site known as “Las Grietas” which translates literally to mean
“the cracks,” this is a series of volcanic crevices that were formed during the cooling of
molten lava. The porous lava stone of the island allows water to filter down from the
highlands into Las Grietas where it mixes with sea water filtering in from the ocean. Native
forests of trees called manzanillo & eucalyptus dominate the area.

10 December - Bartolome Island - Sullivan Bay

Early morning bus transfer to Itabaca Canal to board the yacht that will take us on the
tour of this island with turquoise waters and beautiful white sand beaches. Leave early in
the morning (breakfast & lunch on board) with approximately 2-hour navigation to reach
the volcanic shores of Bartolome. This is one of the youngest islands of the Galapagos
Archipelago where we can see fascinating formations of lava flows, lava bombs and
volcanic cones. Upon arrival, climb a staircase and from the top, you will see a
spectacular landscape of two beautiful bays.This is one of the most representative
images of the Galapagos archipelago.Near Pinnacle Rock you can also see two beautiful
beaches in the form of a crescent. After hiking, we will have the opportunity to snorkel in
the bay, where we can hopefully observe sea turtles, sharks, white tip reef sharks,
tropicalfish, sea lions and many other unique marine species. Also, this is the perfect
area to observe the Galapagos Penguins. Return to ecolodge in the evening for dinner.

11 December- North Seymour Island

Morning bus transfer to Itabaca for an appx. 1.5-hour navigation to North Seymour Island,
which is a great place for hiking. Here there is a circular path about 2 miles long that
crosses through the interior of the island and takes us to explore its unique ecology. This
trail will take you through some of the largest seabird colonies in the Galapagos Islands.
Here you may have the opportunity to observe the courtship behavior Magnificent
Frigatebirds inflating their balloon-like gular sacs & if you are lucky the courtship dance of
Blue-footed Boobies. These are some of the more curious attractions of the Galapagos.
Lunch on board. After lunch, we have the chance to snorkel at a nearby bay which is
frequented by sea turtles. Return to the ecolodge in the evening for dinner.
